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Q: What is High Coun try Enrichment Classes (HCEC)?   

A:  HCEC is a diverse and flexible program sponsored jointly by High Country Home Educators and the Small Group Ministries 

of New Life Church.  We provide support and encouragement to the home schooling family by providing cl asses that 
supplement and complement their own curriculum.  It is a family -friendly environment where families can look forward to 

healthy social interaction with teachers and peers. 
 

Q: Is HCEC a school?  
A:  The enrichment program is not a ñschoolò in the traditional sense. Our assumption is that ñschoolò takes place in the 

home and our enrichment classes are designed to support families in those efforts. 
 

Q: Will my child receive credits or grades for classes?  

A:  At their discretion, teachers may determine if students will receive grades.  Classes are designed for enrichment, although 
parents may choose to give credit for some high school courses.  HCEC does not endorse or verify grades given by teachers 
or credits given by parents.  
 

Q: Do I have to attend  New Life Church in order to enroll in HCEC?  

A:  No, you do not have to attend New Life Church as enrichment classes are open to all students being home schooled, or 
attending private or public schools.  HCEC admits children of any race, color, religion, and national or ethnic origin.  
 

Q: Is there something that explains what spiritual beliefs will be expressed in the classroom?  

A:  The Family Handbook is provided to all new families at Student Orientation; however, you may request a copy of New 

Life Churchôs Statement of Belief in advance by e-mail at hcecadmin@hche.org or by calling 278-9135 ext 1.  A handbook 
will be available during in-person registration days.  
 

Q: Can I drop off my children for their classes and return for them later?  

A:  Parents are responsible for their own children at all times.  HCEC and its teachers cannot be responsible for children 
between classes, during their lunch period, or for children who arrive before 8:50 AM or stay after 3:10 PM.  Parents should 

be supervising their children at any time they are not in class unless another supervising adult is designated by the parent to 

be responsible for their children.  Parents must leave an emergency contact number at Guest Services when they are off the 
premises. 
 

Q: Is there anything I  can do to help out or some place for me to be with my other children during classes?  

A:  There are numerous opportunities to serve the other families at HCEC within our Vital Partner program as well as various 
designated areas for parents to visit with oth er moms, school their children, eat lunch or play with their toddler.  Vital 
Partner Program information is included in our registration packet.  Information about our designated family areas such as 
Quiet Study Area, Tutoring, Moms and Tots, and Nursing Mothers rooms is available at Guest Services during classes. 
 

Q: Can my child eat his or her  snack or lunch during class?  
A:   Food is not permitted in the classrooms; therefore, parents are responsible for creating a schedule for their children that 

allows them time to eat lunch in the Café area.  Breakfast and lunch items are offered for sale in the HCEC Café area  
9:30 am - 1:30 pm.  
 

Q: Our family may have to re - locate to another area.  If I register my children now, can I get my money back 
if we move?  

A: The first $20 of each class cost is non-refundable, excluding Homework Room. 
 

Q: Is there a discount for enrolling more than one child?  
A:  There is no discount for enrolling multiple children or enrolling in multiple classes.  However, our Vital Partner P rogram 

helps to support the HCEC program and helps families offset class costs. Vital Partner Program information is included in the 
registration packet.  
 

Q: My child will turn 5 years old just two weeks after the semester starts; can I enroll him/her  in a 
Kindergarten age class?  

A:  All enrolled children must be at least 5 years old by the first day of class.  Weôre sorry, but no exceptions will be made. 

Frequently Asked Questions  
(FAQôs) 
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Q: What grade level should I look at if my child is working at a higher or lower level than his/her a ge group?  

A: If your child has a special need, learning disability, or requests advanced placement, please communicate with the 
teacher before enrolling for a class. Our teachers anticipate a certain age group when they list the grades they are willing to 

teach and not all teachers are able to accommodate special needs. An Exception Form is required with registration if your 
childôs age is contrary to the grade level guidelines listed in the registration packet. 
 

Q: What can my children do if their classes arenôt consecutive? 
A:  A Homework Room is available for students who are in-between classes or are waiting for family members who are in 

class.  It is supervised at all times and students must be enrolled during registration for the hours in which they are  to be in 
the homework room.  This is not a place for quiet play, but a library -like atmosphere for serious students who come 

prepared with work to do.  If you want a place for your children to ñplay and socialize,ò then you may accompany them in 
one of the other HCEC designated areas in the facility.  Information about our designated family areas such as Tutoring, 
Moms and Tots, and Nursing Mothers rooms is available at Guest Services during classes. 
 

Q: If my child is on a wait list, how likely is it for him/her to get into the class?  

A:  Registration is done in advance of the semester.  Many changes can take place within our lives and schedules; therefore, 
we cannot predict if a position will come available in any particular class.  However, we encourage y ou to try the wait list if a 

class is important to you.  
 

Q: I tried to register on - line and it didn't work!   Is there something wrong with your  website?  

A:  Our website has been a marvelous instrument to offer information about registering but is not equipp ed to accept on-line 
registration at this time. We do post any changes and updates on the website on a regular basis during registration.  Please 

review the various registration opportunities outlined in the registration packet.  
 

Q: What forms should I bri ng with me for my registration appointment?   

A:   Please complete and bring your Registration Form, Family Consent Form, Family Emergency Information Form, and if 
applicable, your HCSG Membership Form, Vital Partner and Ministry Volunteer Position Worksheet, and Vital Partner 

Agreement.  All forms are available on-line at www.hche.org  for you to complete, print off, and bring with you . 
 

Q: I will not be available on registration day.  May I send someone in my place at my appointment time?  
A:  If you cannot ke ep your appointment, please call 278-9135 ext. 1 as soon as possible.  Or, you may send someone with 

the ability to pay and make schedule changes in your place. 
 

Q: I want to visit my child's classes; is that okay?  

A:  Parents of enrolled children may occasionally wish to sit in a childôs class and will be welcomed by the teacher.  We ask 
parents to notify teachers prior to sitting in, but we do not require they do so.  All parents and guests must obtain a guest 
pass at Guest Services.  
 

Q: Can my child brin g a friend to class?  

A:  The standard at HCEC is that the only people in the classroom are to be registered students and approved staff.  Guests 
under the age of 18 should have permission from both their parent and the Administrator and must be accompanied by a 

parent.  Some classes permit guests for performances and will post that information.  All guests must obtain a guest pass at 
Guest Services.  
 

Q: We are new and donôt know anyone who attends HCEC.  Is there some way to get to know other home 

school mom s? 

A:  There is a Morning Moms Group sponsored by our Support Group that meets every Tuesday and Wednesday at 10:00 am 
on class days.  Childcare and Homework Rooms are available to those moms who attend.  Detailed information is available 

during in-person registration. 
 

Q:  How can I receive communication, information, and the registration handbook  electronically from HCEC?  
A: Please send an email request to hcecadmin@HCHE.org with your name, email address and phone number. You will be 

added to our email information list.

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General Information

*Non -Refundable Initial Payment  
 

This payment holds your childôs position in class. This first $20 of the class cost is non-refundable ï per class, per semester.

If you make changes to your childôs classes, this payment can be applied to the initial payment for another class or the initial 

payment for another family memberôs class until September 1
st
, 2010 for Tuesday and Wednesday classes.  The initial

Grade Level Guidelines  

Although many home school families do not emphasize grade levels, our teachers anticipate a certain age group when they list 

the grades they are willing to teach.  For this purpose, it is important to sign up for classes where the childôs age is standard for 

the grade level required. Note the following guidelines:  

Kindergarten 

Must be 5 years old by the first 

day of class.  

No exceptions will be made. 

Grades K-1 

Approx. Age: 5 ï 7 

Minimal/No reading skills 

Grades 2-3 

Approx. Age: 7 ï 9 

Read/Write fairly well. 

Able to understand simple 

instructions and stories. 

Grades 4-6 

Approx. Age: 9-12 

Read/Write well 

¶ If your child has a special need, learning disability, or you desire advanced placement, please communicate with the teacher 

before enrolling for a class.  See Guideline Exceptions below.  Not all teachers are able to accommodate special needs.  

¶ Each teacher determines class expectations, letter grades or performance evaluations. 

¶ Classes are designed for enrichment, although parents may choose to give credit for some high school courses.  HCEC does 

not endorse or verify grades given by teachers or credits given by parents.

Guideline Exceptions  

If you feel your child would be more comfortable at a grade level contrary to the guidelines, you may call the teacher to discuss 

your childôs circumstances and request an Exception Form. 

¶ An Exception Form is required with registration if your childôs age is contrary to the guidelines. 

¶ Exception Forms are provided by the teacher and are at the teacherôs discretion.  A written note or e-mail from the 

teacher can also serve as acceptable documentation for exceptions. 

¶ Exceptions are not a guarantee of enrollment but the possibility of enrollment in a particular class.  A teacher-

approved exception does not guarantee placement in the class until the enrollment process is completed.  If a class 

reaches capacity before you enroll, class limits will not be increased to accommodate those with an exception. 

¶ Careful consideration has established each class size.  Please do not ask the teacher to increase those limitations.

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FIELD TRIP AGREEMENT  
 

Purpose 
The purpose of the High Country Field Trip Department is to enhance the home education of the members of High 
Country Support Group by seeking to enrich the training process through utilization of our community resources.  We 
believe it is our responsibility as parents to train our children in the ways of the Lord. 

 

Who We Serve 
Field trips are open to High Country Support Group members.  In some cases, non-members: 1) May attend if there 
are any remaining openings after members have been given first priority, 2) may be required to pay non-member 
rates, 3) must attend with a High Country member. 

 

Registration Requirements 
 All field trip registrations begin by going to our website at www.hche.org and to the Support Group section, then 
ñField Trips.ò  Current field trips are listed here with the ability to register by Email. Follow the directions online.  The 
Field Trip Coordinator will contact you by Email (or in some cases, by phone) to solidify your reservation, explain 
payment, and relate any specific instructions regarding the trip. After registering for a trip, please check your Email 
frequently as most communication and notifications will be sent to you at the Email address you provide.   
 

Specific Requirements 
Some field trips have certain criteria required by the site to include age/grade limits, adult-to-child ratios or academic 
prerequisites, etc.  Therefore, we ask members to comply with these specific requirements as a means to honor the 
host site.  In some instances, concessions can be made.  Please contact the Field Trip Coordinator in advance to 
find out if your special request is an option. 

 

Field Trip Payments and Refunds 
All field trip payments must be mailed to the specified address or be delivered in person to the Field Trip Coordinator 
unless directed differently.  All payments must be received by the specified deadline to ensure reservation.  All field 
trips are considered non-refundable unless otherwise noted.  In situations of family emergencies or sickness, a 
monetary refund may be possible, but is not guaranteed.  This will be contingent on whether or not the spot can be 
filled from a waitlist.  Please contact the Field Trip Coordinator as soon as you are sure you will not be able to make 
a field trip at fieldtrips@hche.org.  This will give the coordinator a chance to try to fill the spot from a waitlist.  We 
cannot honor any refunds from a trip that does not have a waitlist to draw from.  The final decision will be made at 
the discretion of the Field Trip Coordinator.  

 

Cancellations and Waiting Lists 
If a family or any of its members is unable to attend, it is expected that they will notify the Field Trip Coordinator as 
soon as possible.  If a trip has a waiting list, prompt cancellation will allow another family to participate. 

 

Reservation Deadlines 
Deadlines are in place to assist the site in preparing for our group.  Reservations are considered ñclosedò on the 
deadline date.  If the trip is full or closed, you may be placed on a waiting list in the event another family should 
cancel. 

 

Inclement Weather 
If a field trip is cancelled due to hazardous weather conditions, you will be notified as soon as possible by Email and 
phone. 
 

Basic Points of Courtesy 
As we strive to live our lives in a manner pleasing to God and reflect our commitment to Him, we ought to take the 
time to follow a few simple matters of courtesy when attending a field trip such as appropriate attire, adequate 
supervision of children, timeliness, etc.  Please remember that we are representing our families, churches, the 
homeschool community, and most importantly the Lord Himself. 
 

Refusals 
The Field Trip Coordinator reserves the right to refuse anyone the privilege of attending a field trip if they have not 
followed the field trip policies listed above or are disruptive to the group or site.
